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Year 5 Curriculum Overview
Spring Term 2016
English
Continue to read and discuss an increasingly wide range of fiction and non- fiction texts.

From their reading, they will collect and investigate persuasive methods for using words and phrases.

Increase children’s familiarity with a wide range of books including myths, legends and fiction from our literary heritage.
Write legibly, fluently and with increasing speed.
Look at the way letters, newspapers and articles use a point of view to inform, protest and persuade the reader.

Children will plan their writing by noting and developing ideas, drawing on reading and research where necessary. 

Write, using a wide range of devices to build cohesion across paragraphs.

Children will evaluate and edit their work by assessing the effectiveness of their own and other’s writing. 

Work on spelling patterns and look at prefixes and suffixes and understand the guidance for adding them.

Our Class Novel will be The Lion, the Witch and The Wardrobe (C.S. Lewis) 
Maths
Learn about Statistics and how to interpret line graphs and timetables .

Draw line graphs and be able to read off equivalent measures. 

Use mental strategies for multiplying and dividing numbers, including money.
Add and subtract decimal numbers mentally with increasingly large numbers.  
Place value and addition of decimals.
Use decimal notation for tenths and hundredths.
Study Geometry and the properties of shape. 
Work out new coordinates after a shape has been translated.

Children will solve word problems with fractions and decimals.

Multiply fractions by whole numbers.
Find the area and volume of different shapes using a formula. 

Revise the use of standard algorithms for addition, subtraction, division and multiplication. 
Science
Compare and group together everyday materials on the basis of their properties, including their hardness, solubility, transparency, conductivity (electrical and thermal), and response to magnets.                                               
 Know that some materials will dissolve in liquid to form a solution, and describe how to recover a substance from a solution. 

 Use knowledge of solids, liquids and gases to decide how mixtures might be separated, including through filtering, sieving and evaporating. 

Give reasons, based on evidence from comparative and fair tests, for the particular uses of everyday materials, including metals, wood and plastic. 

Demonstrate that dissolving and changes of state are reversible changes. 

ICT
Use the coding programmes to create a desired game.  Continue to use ICT as a tool in other curriculum areas.

History
